Abstract: The factors that affect the development strategy of the developing countries after World War II in—
clude: the balance between the state and the market; the status of production factors of the countries con—
cerned; the abundance or lack of capital; the technical choice of capital; the balance between growth and dis—
tribution; the influence of traditional culture and system; and the influence of donor countries and international
environment.
